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1. The Procurement Entity as defined under Section 2(d) of Karnataka Transparency in Public

Procurements Act, 1999 is required to procure goods and services only by inviting the tenders

as per the procedure outlined in the Karnataka Transparency in Public Procurements Act, 1999

and Rules, 2000. Rule 28 of KTPP Rules, 2000 prescribes that evaluation of tenders and award

of contract shall be completed as far as possible, within the period for which the tenders are

held valid. Hence, in order to complete the evaluation of technical and financial bids in a time

bound manner and to ensure transparency in the procurement process, it has been felt

necessary tc prescribe the timelines for each stage of the evaluation of the tender.

2. Inview of the above, the detailed timelines for each activity are prescribed as bellow;
